Once you arrive, please enter the drive between buildings 1 and 2, (NOT through the traffic circles with the fountains), and turn back behind building 3 for parking.  The blue dome will be a good landmark.  Perhaps it’s best to walk around the building and enter Congdon hall of Science from the front. We’ll be using buildings 2 - Congdon Hall of Science, 21 – Slane Student Center, and 26 – Smith Library.
